Only one prize in a class may be awarded to any exhibitor. Multiple entries by the same exhibitor in the
same class are permitted, but entry cards will be marked to identify such entries as being from the same

exhibitor.

3. ALL entries in the home cookery classes must be the work of the exhibitor and will be tasted during the
judging.

4. St. Peter’s Church Hall will be open from 7:15 p.m. on the evening of the Show for staging, which must
be completed by 7:45 p.m., when judging of all classes (except those listed in rule 5) will commence.
No person other than other than anyone authorised by the Show Secretary is allowed to be in the
exhibition area until judging of these classes has been completed.

5. Judging of classes 1 to 3 will be carried out by members. (Details will be given on the night.)

6. Vases will be provided for class 16.
